The following breeds
are classified as eligible to participate in earthdog tests: Dachshunds, Australian Terriers,
Bedlington Terriers, Border Terriers, Cairn Terriers, Cesky Terriers, Dandie Dinmont Terriers,
Glen of Imaal Terriers, Fox Terriers (Smooth and Wirehaired), Lakeland Terriers, Manchester
Terriers, Miniature Bull Terriers, Miniature Schnauzers, Norfolk Terriers, Norwich Terriers, Parson
Russell Terriers, Rat Terriers, Scottish Terriers, Sealyham Terriers, Silky Terriers, Skye Terriers,
Welsh Terriers and West Highland White Terriers.
